The monthly department head meeting was held.

Alan Christy, Land Use and Building Department appeared to give the board his monthly update. Mr.
Christy received a letter of resignation from a member of the Planning and Zoning Commission and he
will be advertising for the opening. Regarding agricultural permits, Mr. Christy was provided with
information from the State Tax Commission stating that agricultural parcels less than five acres that are
contiguous to larger parcels equaling more than five acres can qualify for agricultural exemptions. This
change to agricultural permits should provide landowners with more opportunities in the agricultural
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zone. The number of building permits was down dlightly from last month. He has a scheduled court date
of September 3 and 4™ for an individual who altered a building without a building permit.

Mir Seyedbagheri, Extension Office, appeared to update the board. Due to noxious weed infestation
between potato fields, he has been experimenting with an organic herbicide control for perennia pepper
weed in the King Hill area. Mr. Seyedbagheri has been using water mark sensors to evaluate a new drip
pivot system, but his data indicates that the system is not very effective. He and his staff have been at the
county fair this week.

Wade Baumgardner, Veteran Services Officer, appeared to update the board. He had a courtesy visit
from Mr. Doug Jacobson from the Idaho Division of Veterans Servicesin Boise. Mr. Jacobson was very
pleased with the services Mr. Baumgardner is providing to the veterans in our area. Mr. Baumgardner
assisted the American Legion's State Service Officer conduct a Service Officers workshop during the
annual convention on Friday, July 10". He participated in a military rites funeral for an Army/Navy
veteran on July 16™ at the veteran’s residence. Since last month’s meeting, he has assisted twenty four
veterans, spouses and/or family members with specific VA issues.

Jennifer Crogg, Misdemeanor Probation, appeared to give the board her monthly update. The total
number of clients on probation is one hundred thirty five. As of this date, five were added to the case load
and four were released or terminated from probation. The number of conditional release clients is thirty
five and the number of restitution cases is three. There are forty two clients enrolled in community
service, which is the number of clients on unsupervised probation only. They had over one thousand
hours of community service this month.

Emma Scott-Landers, Drug Court Coordinator, appeared to update the board. The number of participants
is steadily increasing. Currently, there are twenty participants with three pending new entries into the
program. Ms. Scott-Landers stated that she received confirmation that her position will be funded
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through the Supreme Court until June 30, 2016 with the total amount of funding being $47,631.00. Clerk
Steele questioned whether that total amount included funding for drug testing. Ms. Scott-Landers stated
that the entire amount is for the coordinator position. She stated that they receive $400.00 per slot filled
for drug testing, so they will receive an addition $11,200.00 in funding for the drug testing. The drug
court office will be closed next week, as Ms. Scott-Landers, drug court probation officer Jennifer Medina
and the newly appointed drug court judge, Judge Medema, will be attending a training conference in
Washington, DC.

Carol Killian, Disaster Services Director, appeared to give the board her monthly update. Ms. Killian
reviewed new grant application processes and deadlines.

Steve Dye, Juvenile Probation Director, appeared to update the board. Mr. Dye stated that the caseload
hasn't significantly changed since last month, but they do have five juveniles in detention. The
community service report was reviewed. He has posted the job opening for his administrative assistant
position and will work with Jennifer Smith, HR manager to conduct interviews.

Bill Richey, Military Liaison, appeared to give his monthly update. Runway construction is coming
along, with no delays or problems so far. The squadrons that have been training elsewhere will transition
back to Gowen Filed for two to three weeks before returning to Mountain Home. Public Affairs will be
holding a media conference at Gowen Field today to aert residents of the possibility of increased noise
levels once the squadrons arrive. Mr. Richey reviewed the Notice of Intent to award a sole source
contract to the Mountain Home Air Force Base (MHAFB) for the water utility service. The contract
process with the Idaho Water Resource Board is expected to be completed by October 2017. Colonel Jeff
O’'Donndll is the new Vice Commander of the MHAFB. The fly-over request for Air Force Appreciation
Day has been approved. There has not been a fly-over for the past two years.

Brian Chevalier, Pine EMS Supervisor, appeared to give the board his monthly update. They have been
doing new procedural training over last few months. He had all of the radios reprogramed. He has been
working with Idaho Power about lighting for the new helipad. Over the past two months, they have had
twenty four calls, with thirteen being refusals. Commissioner Corbus stated that Elmore Ambulance
Service is having several maintenance issues with their ambulances and discussed possible resolutions to
the issue.
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Treasurer Amber Sloan appeared. Her office issued twenty three distraint warrants. They are now
working on the tax deed process for 2012 delinquent taxes, with a current count of two hundred fifty.

Sheriff Rick Layher and Chief Deputy Mike Barclay appeared. His deputies are covering the county fair
this week and are getting prepared for the country music festival this weekend. They are going to be
holding interviews to fill some empty positions within the department. They filled the waterways position
with a sergeant from the jail. Deputy Barclay explained that when they fill that sergeant position the new
person will start at a lower wage then the previous sergeant was making. Also, they had a sergeant retire
and when they filled that position it was also at a lower wage. Deputy Barclay would like to use the left
over wages from those two sergeant positions to add a corporal promotion into their budget. This would
give them a corporal on each shift. Clerk Steele would like to review those salary line items with Deputy
Barclay to make sure the extra funds are still available.

Treasurer Sloan reappeared, along with Pamela Briggs, to discuss arequest for a cancellation of taxes.
Ms. Briggs is requesting a cancellation of her 2012, 2013 and 2014 taxes due to financial hardship. Ms.
Briggs provided monthly financial statements to the board for their review. Discussion followed
regarding her monthly income and expenses and possible repayment options. The amount of taxes owed
for 2012 is $434.26. It was decided that Ms. Briggs would pay $150.00 toward her 2012 taxes and the
bal ance of the remaining taxes for 2012 would be cancelled. The board also requested that Ms. Briggs
work toward a repayment plan for the 2013 and 2014 taxes.

RESOLUTION NO. 570-15

AT A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF ELMORE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS, STATE OF
IDAHO, ON THE 24™ DAY OF JULY, 2015 THE FOLLOWING RESOLUTION WAS
UNANIMOUSLY ADOPTED, TO WIT;

WHEREAS, Elmore County (the “County”) has established a written personnel policy dated effective
March 1, 1999, which policy has been amended from time to time (the " Personnel Policy”); and

WHEREAS, the Elmore County Board of Commissioners (“Board”) desires to require that al: (i)
personnel disciplinary actions and terminations (Personnel Actions’) and (ii) personnel hiring actions,
including interviews (“Hiring Activities’) be routed and processed through the [Human Resources
Manager](the “HR Manager”) as set forth herein.

NOW BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED that the Board hereby amends the Personnel Policy as follows by
the addition of the following:

1. In the event an eected officia, department manager or other supervisor (“Manager”) desires to take
Personnel Action against a County employee, such Personnel Action shall be routed and processed through
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the County HR Manager. The HR Manager shall not have approva authority over such Personnd Action,
but shall act as an advisor to insure compliance with locd, state and federal law, county policies, aswell asto
act as a sounding board for the Manager and to suggest other aternatives, if appropriate, and to assist the
Manager with such Personnel Action.

2. All Hiring Activities shdl be routed and processed through the HR Manager. It is recommended for
County elected officials and required for County department managers and supervisors that the HR Manager
participate in the interviews for new employees. The HR Manager shall not have approval authority over the
Hiring Activities, but her involvement shall ensure compliance with local, state and federal law, County
policies, and to assist in the hiring process as needed by the eected officia or the department manager or
supervisor.

3. In the event of a conflict between the Personnel Policy and this Resolution, this Resolution shall
control.

Discussion followed regarding the scope of work documents and fees associated with each
task.
